I Councillor Peter Connor ,

Lead Member for Housing,

in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph Section F 6 (a) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve subject to agreement to th e2004/05 Streetscapes Scheme:-

1) The principle of letting future groups of alley gating schemes up to the £115k available in the financial year 2004/05 from the Private Sector Capital Programme, plus;

2) A potential £90k from the Street Scape programme funded via HMRF and ERDF.  The ERDF element of this funding is yet to be confirmed.  

3) The use of Groundwork Landscapes as a preferred contractor to fabricate and install the gates.

The reasons are that in order to progress spend of £115k (plus £90k Street Scape funding) this financial year it will be necessary to enter into a rolling contract with a gate manufacturer to the desired specification of “secured by design”, the contractor being Groundwork Landscapes. This will limit the need for several future approvals and will allow the City Council to negotiate on a larger volume of works to a required standard.
