approve that the site is banked, pending a future decision on the marketing of the site.  


The Reasons are that the row of void dwellings has been subject to vandalism and attempted arson during the last few months despite action to secure.

The properties are in a dangerous condition and subject to ongoing vandalism and anti social behaviour. It is suggested that irrespective of any security measures undertaken this is likely to continue to be the case. .

Options considered and rejected were take no action.

Assessment of Risk There is a risk of further arson and vandalism with potential for injury to property and persons until the bungalows are demolished. The risk has not been quantified but is believed to be significant..

The source of funding is 2004/05 Housing Capital Budget.
