an assessment of the most satisfactory course of action in relation to 1 – 19 Moss Street, Salford 7 which, subject to a further report , is considered likely to lead to the instigation of the necessary procedures under Section 289 of the Housing Act 1985 (as amended)  for the declaration of a Clearance area.


The Reasons are 
The properties are situated close to the junction of Camp Street and Great Clowes Street  which is an area where the City Council has already cleared similar property during 2002. The properties bound one side of the cleared site. Six of the properties are currently empty and although boarded  there is evidence of vandalism.

The initial view of the most suitable course of action is that the properties do not have a sustainable future and so should be cleared in order it remove the blight of these properties in the area.


Options considered and rejected were take no action.

The source of funding is Private Sector Housing capital Programme.
