I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing Services,

in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs F (6) (a) (i), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve:

1. The proposed scheme of re-development for the Duchy Bank Site in principle, subject to a formal development agreement and planning consent.

2. The appointment of Space New Living Limited to develop new housing on the Duchy Bank site.

3. The payment of a sum of £750,000 to Space New Living Limited, using powers available to the City Council under Section 22 of the Housing Act 1996, as assistance to facilitate the re-development scheme.

4. Consultation with residents and owners of 4 properties at 10 – 16 (evens only) Duchy Road on the inclusion of the properties within the re-development scheme.

The Reasons are: 

The project will enable the appropriate re-development of the vacant site, assist in the judicious relocation of residents affected by the Duchy Road Clearance Area and contribute to meeting the City’s regeneration and housing market renewal objectives.
