I, Councillor Connor, Leader Member for Housing of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by paragraph F 6(a)(i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, do hereby approve the proposed University Terraces Block Improvement scheme 
The reasons are to obtain the earliest possible start on site, and achieve improvements which have been seen to be greatly beneficial in previous schemes in terms of the desirability and sustainability of existing private terraced housing stock. Furthermore it will provide an appropriate level of improvements, at a strategically important location, close to the proposed Charlestown Redevelopment site, and other recent developments on Seaford Road.  
Approval is given, subject to Government Office North West (GONW) approval to the block improvements, contained in the Private Sector Housing Appraisal.

Costs will be contained within the overall programme budget.

Options considered and rejected was not to proceed with the refurbishment
