in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F 6 (a) (iv), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve :-

(i) That following the abandonment of the Crown Theatre housing project , support being given to the new project proposed by St. Vincent’s HA at Liverpool Road, Eccles.

(ii) The sale of the land at 126 to 136 and 144 to 172 Liverpool Road, Eccles to St. Vincent’s Housing Association be approved, together with agreement to the terms and conditions being delegated to Head of Housing Services and subject to all necessary consents and approvals (including project support from the Housing Corporation) being obtained.  

(iii) That, in the event the proposed project at 83 Wellington Road needs to be abandoned, the property be placed for sale on the open market for the best price achievable. 
.

The Reasons are to progress the agreed projects taking place under the Housing Corporation's Annual Development Programme in Salford during 2003/04.

Options considered and rejected were n/a.

Assessment of Risk 

The projects are to provide solutions to housing need and areas in need of regeneration. If projects do not progress as proposed then alternative arrangements will need to be considered for the sites, buildings and client groups to which the projects relate. Projects which are abandoned and not replaced will lose the opportunity of related Housing Corporation Grant and private housing investment to the City.

The source of funding is Housing Corporation Approved Development Programme Grant 2003-2004 and private sector loans..

Legal Advice obtained There are no legal implications arising from this report and there has been no legal advice requested at this stage..

Financial Advice obtained A capital receipt will be received from the disposal of the land and properties mentioned to Registered Social Landlords, and will be negotiated and subsequently reported to Members in the usual way via the Director .
