Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Peter Connor, Lead Member for Housing, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 6 (a) (iv) (3), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the payment of a sum of £250,000 to Contour Homes through the terms of a Section 22 agreement. 
The Reasons are:
· to enable Contour Homes to acquire two four-bed properties in Lower Broughton that will provide local residents with affordable housing;
· to lever in further investment from Contour Homes’ own resources in the form of a third four-bed property that will be made available to local residents through a model of affordable home ownership.
Assessment of Risk: Medium
If the Section 22 agreement is not approved by Lead Member, three units of affordable housing would be lost, and the properties would be sold on the open market.  The Section 22 monies for the two rented units would lever in investment from Contour in the third property, which would be available for affordable home ownership.  There would also be a potential delay with the timetable for future phases of redevelopment, as the Lower Broughton Partnership’s ability to re-house residents requiring a four-bed property would be adversely affected.
The source of funding is the Private Sector Housing Capital Programme. 

Legal Advice provided by Richard Lester – There are no significant legal implications.  The Section 22 agreement will be fully reviewed and approved by Legal Services.
Financial Advice provided by Peter Butterworth – There is provision of £250,000 within the Private Sector Housing Capital Programme in 2007/08.
