1. St Andrew’s Methodist Primary School Governing Body reviewed their Instrument of Government in line with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003 which came into force on  1st September 2003.  

2. The governing body approved their draft Instruments of Government, to comply with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003, at their governing body meetings held on 3rd October 2005  for the new instrument to come into force on 1st January 2006.  

3. Salford City Council has a policy of sealing all instruments following their approval by the Lead Member for Children’s Services, however the governing body never received their sealed Instrument of Government in this case.  

4. To receive a sealed Instrument of Government the draft instrument approved by the governing body on 3rd October 2005 needs to be approved by the Lead Member of Children’s Services and then it can be sealed by the Legal Services team and copies sent to each governor on the governing body as required.

5. Governor Services, as Clerk to the Governing Body, has checked the draft instrument and can confirm it complies with the  School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003 and so requests approval of the Instrument of Government on behalf of St Andrew’s Methodist Primary School Governing Body
