The reasons are to enable urgent works to be undertaken to provide a temporary classroom to accommodate additional reception age pupils for the start of the 2011 September term
Options considered and rejected were competitive tendering procedures due to the urgency of the programme to have the works complete by September 2011. 
Assessment of Risk  - High. If the works are not completed by September 2011 there will be insufficient pupil places available in the area. There are additional risks associated with the proposed procurement route and necessary programme which requires capital expenditure in the region of £120,000 – £130,000 to be incurred in advance of planning permission being granted.
The source of funding is Local Authority capital allocations for 2011/12 for basic need grant (new pupil places), provision for which has been has been built into the 2011/12 capital programme.
