I Councillor David Lancaster, Deputy Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.7, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the partnership agreement up to March 2013 between Salford City Council & Salford Primary Care Trust for the creation of a pooled budget and lead commissioning arrangements for services for people with drug problems.
The Reasons are Section 75 of the National Health Service Act 2006 allows partners to pool funding for a common purpose. This agreement is made under the auspices of that Act to allow the pooling of budgets to address Adult Drug Treatment in Salford. This agreement seeks to stipulate the financial governance of the adult pooled treatment budget. It has been agreed by Salford City Council and Salford Primary Care Trust that the budget will be held by Salford City Council and be the subject of its financial regulations.
