The signing of a contract with the Youth Justice Board for the provision of twenty places at Barton Moss Secure Care Centre at a daily rate of £531.58. The contract is for two years with an option to extend for a further three.
The reasons are
The Youth Justice Board has been the main user of Barton Moss since 2000. Barton Moss is particularly successful at dealing with offenders. The Youth Justice Board will only use secure units with which it has contracts.

Options considered and rejected were

To provide beds only to other local authorities who would make placements under the Children Act 1989. However, it is unlikely that there would be sufficient demand to fill the 20 beds at Barton Moss.

The source of funding is

The Youth Justice Board pays two thirds of the daily rate; the remainder is recovered from the home area local authority of the child placed.

Assessment of Risk

Low – the Youth Justice Board guarantees to purchase all the beds.
