The reasons are:
1. On 1st September 2003 the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003 came into force.  These regulations require all governing bodies to review their composition and reconstitute with a new Instrument of Government in place by 31st August 2006.  Governing bodies decide when is the best time for them to do this and still comply with this requirement.

2. The governing bodies listed above approved their draft Instruments of Government, to comply with the School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003, at their governing body meetings by means of a governing body resolution.

3. Approval for all the Instruments of Government for the above listed schools that are Roman Catholic Schools has been sought and received from the Roman Catholic Schools Commission of the Salford Roman Catholic Diocese, where appropriate.

4. The legal process for a new Instruments of Government to be made is by an Order of Salford Local Education Authority, in accordance with School Governance (Constitution) (England) Regulations 2003. 

5. The drafts attached have been drawn up in accordance with the Regulations.

6. Once approved, the new Instruments of Government will come into effect from the date shown on the instrument.

1. The name of the school is Boothstown Methodist Primary School.

ROMAN CATHOLIC PRIMARY SCHOOL 


1.
The name of the school is All Souls Roman Catholic Primary School, Salford.


2. The school was founded by and is part of the Catholic Church.  The school is to be conducted as a Catholic School in accordance with the canon law and teachings of the Roman Catholic Church, and in accordance with the Trust Deed of the Diocese of Salford and in particular:


a) religious education is to be in accordance with the teachings, doctrines, discipline and general and particular norms of the Catholic Church;


b) religious worship is to be in accordance with the rites, practices, discipline and liturgical norms of the Roman Catholic Church;
