I Councillor Sheehy, Lead Member for Community, Health and Social Care,in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J(a)(i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve, insofar as the Community Health and Social Care Directorate are concerned, the award of contract for Creative Support Limited to provide personal care and housing support services for up to five people with a learning disability in four flats within an extra care sheltered housing scheme at Pennine Court, Pendlebury Road, Swinton. 

The contract is for a period of three years with an option to extend by mutual agreement for a further two years following review. The contract start date is to be negotiated with the successful tenderer post contract award but is likely to be early 2007. 


Contract sum is £85,536 per annum with option to purchase additional hours if needs of individuals require additional support.  The Community, Health and Social Care Directorate and Supporting People will meet the funding jointly, but until the relevant individuals are identified to move into the property the respective contributions cannot be determined. The annual contract sum will be reviewed each year in line with the Authority’s budgetary and commissioning processes and will be subject to available resources.
