(i) The proposed works to Albion Square and Bexley Square at a total cost of £73,323.59 (works of £63,719.64 and fees of £9,603.95).

(ii)  The works to be undertaken by Urban Vision (Highway Services) working in partnership with Environmental Services.

(iii)  The funding from these works from the Chapel Street Capital Programme 2005/2006 for £50,000 and Chapel Street Section 106 Monies for £23,323.59.

The reasons are: -  
(i)  To refurbish Bexley Square and Albion Square to an acceptable standard.

(ii)  To reinforce the aims and objectives of the Chapel Street Walking Plan.

Options considered and rejected were the option not to undertake the schemes.

It is a priority for the Chapel Street Walking Plan to improve the quality of public spaces to increase the safety for pedestrians in the local area whilst enhancing the environment in the Chapel Street area.

Assessment of Risk: - The risk of not delivering the project in 2005/2006 is considered to be minimal if the proposals and funding are approved now.

The source of funding is: - Chapel Street Capital Programme 2005/2006: £50,000.
