I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph H 8 (a) (iv), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby: 
Approve, in principle, the use of the City Council’s Compulsory Purchase Powers, under the Planning and Compulsory Purchases Act 2004, should it prove necessary, to assemble the three interests required for the delivery of Phase 1 of the Greengate public realm, subject to the Council being satisfied that all reasonable endeavours have been made to assemble any land by negotiation and there being a compelling case in the public interest.

The reason for approving this report is to support the delivery of Phase 1 of the Greengate public realm scheme. The Exchange Greengate Planning Guidance sets down the principles to establish a dynamic new part of the city centre, which will combine high quality commercial and residential properties with leisure uses, dramatic public spaces and new waterside environments. The approval is needed to support the Urban Regeneration Company bid for funding from Northwest Regional Development Agency to acquire 12-14 Chapel Street & 1-3 Greengate, 5 & 7A Greengate and 7 Greengate, presently in private ownership to deliver Phase 1 of the high quality public realm scheme.
