I, Councillor Derek Antrobus Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8(a) (iii) ( Land and Property Service)of section H, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby Approve the agreed surrender of the current Lease and grant of a new 250 year Lease to Martin Hewitt Enterprises Limited as detailed in the Report.
