I ,Councillor Derek Antrobus,Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8 (a) of Section H, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby 
· Approve, in principle, the scheme to create additional playing pitches and an indoor playing facility and / or Stadium on land at Bolton Road Playing Fields

· Approve the further investigation of options 3 and 4,as outlined in the report now submitted, involving a managed tipping scheme by Salford City Council/Urban Vision or such a scheme combined with the Community Football Stadium and bring a preferred proposal to Lead Member for decision at the earliest possible date.
The Reasons are – there is significant support to improve the facilities of Barr Hill Junior Football Club and other users at Bolton Road Playing Fields. Based on legal advice a landmark French case from the European Court makes it clear that EU law on procurement now prevents the city council from continuing negotiations with The Land Clinic Ltd on a one to one basis. In the current financial climate, the Treasury have advised that it is unlikely that the city council could secure funding for site investigations therefore an open tender is the most likely solution. 

Assessment of Risk: Medium 
The source of funding will depend on the preferred option. Options 3 & 4 are to investigate two different open tenders, which would incur costs for the city council.
