I ,Councillor Derek Antrobus ,Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph H 8 (a) (Engineering Service) vii & viii, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby (a)  authorise the expenditure of a £71,273.16 for works and £10,017.00 for Urban Vision fees to be financed from the Block 3 Transport Capital Programme 2008/2009 and (b) note also that additional funding , in the sum of £110,479.58 ,will be received from Children’s Services to meet the full cost of the works and associated fees.
The Reasons are that as part of the Safer Routes to School policy it has been agreed that the developer of the new Harrop Fold school site 2 funds the improvement of the existing traffic calming measures along Hilton Lane to allow for the creation of a 20 mph. traffic calmed zone.  Also due to the poor condition of the existing traffic calming features which require replacing it would be beneficial financially and reduce disruption to carry out all traffic calming measures along the length of Hilton Lane under a single scheme.
