Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Malcolm Sykes, Strategic Director of Housing and Planning, in conjunction with Councillor D. Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me within Section 3, H, b), General, (1) of the Council Constitution (Scheme of Delegation) do hereby acknowledge the contents of the report and approve the document for publication and implementation.

The Reasons are:  The Skid Resistance Policy, when approved, will identify Salford City Council’s method of measuring and interpreting collected data relating to the skid resistance of carriageways. It will also outline the requirements for new surfacings, ensuring that they achieve adequate levels of skid resistance. 

Options considered and rejected were:  This Policy follows recommendations for methods of working set down in Section 9.8 of the Code of Practice for Highway Maintenance Management.  The Code of Practice in turn is based on the Highways Agency Standard HD28/04, Skid Resistance, modified for use on local authority highway networks. No alternatives were available for consideration. 

Assessment of Risk:  The Policy will ensure that any carriageways triggering the investigation criteria following annual SCRIM surveys (Sideways force Coefficient Routine Investigation Machine) are investigated and that appropriate remedial works are identified at an early stage, thus minimising the potential for wet skidding accidents and consequent claims against the Authority.

The source of funding is:  SCRIM surveys are currently carried out utilising funding from the Block 3 Capital programme. Identified remedial works will be funded via the Block 3 Capital Account and the Highways Revenue account.

Legal Advice obtained:  None 

Financial Advice obtained: None. However, it is acknowledged that a reduction in accidents on the City’s highway network will contribute to the improvement of BVPI / CPA scores and minimise financial losses to the Authority.
