I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Section, H 8, (a) (3)( Engineering Service), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council subject to further details on each individual scheme being submitted in due course do hereby  approve the Highways Investment Programme Capital budget proposals for 2011/12 as detailed in the revised report submitted to the Planning Lead Member Briefing held on 5th April, 2011 and is summarised as follows:-

· In order to ensure compliance with the City Council’s statutory requirements with regards to highway and street lighting maintenance, and to maintain an adequate Section 58 defence against tripping accident claims, the revenue account will require support from this Capital account to the value of £1.2m.

· The remaining capital allocation of £3.766m will be apportioned as follows.


£2m for highway maintenance, to support the ongoing network recovery programme with the details of the following proposed priority schemes, determined on the basis of Engineering need:-

Unclassified carriageway micro-asphalt surfacing 
   £635,000

Principal / Other Classified Carriageway Schemes 
   £827,000

Carriageway surface dressing programme

   £635,000

Footway reconstruction schemes

The Reasons are
Current levels of Highway Maintenance revenue funding are likely to be reduced by approximately £1.5 m during the 2011/2012 financial year.  These proposals recognise the need to minimise any adverse impact to statutory functions whilst at the same time balancing the Council’s available revenue and capital budgets.
