I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning & Town Twinning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) (i) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby accept the tender of Broadway Malyan to prepare a development framework and undertake site investigations for the Cadishead South area as it is considered to be the most advantageous to the City Council, although not the lowest in price, of the tenders received.
The Reasons are:  Broadway Malyan demonstrated they were the most capable of delivering the vision set out in the brief.
Assessment of Risk: Low – A development framework will require the commitment of officer time and funding of £95,000 to commission consultants to prepare a development framework and undertake site investigations. The funding has already been approved as part of the Salford’s Housing Growth Point funding allocation.

The source of funding is £95,000 secured from the City Council’s 2009 - 2011 Housing Growth Point funding allocation: £45,000 for the development framework and £50,000 for site investigations.
