I, Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs J (a) (i) and H (a) Eng Serv vii, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby authorise the acceptance of the quotation from Tarmac Limited including Urban Vision Fees in the sum of £191,769.74 to enable the construction of traffic calming measures at the location of Hilton Lane.

The Reasons are that as part of the planning permission for the new Harrop Fold school site 2 it is stipulated that the existing traffic calming measures along Hilton Lane are improved to allow for the creation of a 20mph. traffic calmed zone.  Also due to the poor condition of the existing traffic calming features, which require replacing it would be beneficial, both financially and also cause less disruption should all traffic calming measures along the length of Hilton Lane be replaced under a single scheme.
