Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph K (3) of Section J of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby aprove the appropriation of land at Barton for planning purposes. 

The reason is that the appropriation will allow the Council to override any third party rights which could prevent the proposed redevelopment taking place.
