· The relocation of Oliver’s Gym and Sports Academy to Unit 9, Orchard Street Industrial Estate (subject to a change of use approval);

· An annual Community Use Rent for the sum of £3,000 per annum for a period of 10 years;

· The relocation of Oliver’s Youth Club into a refurbished St Sebastian’s Centre, Douglas Green, subject to a restrictive covenant being agreed with the Catholic Diocese of Salford, and placed on the building, restricting the use of the refurbished centre to community use for a minimum period of 35 years.

The Reasons are so as to allow for the demolition of the old wash house on Holland Walk, off Langley Road South, and the subsequent construction of dwellings
