TITLE:  Disposal of land off Hulme Street, Salford
I Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member of Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8(a) (Land and Property Service) (i) of Section H, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve:-

1. The disposal of the land, shown hatched black on the attached plan and subject to successful negotiation for their acquisition, the land and premises shown coloured blue and coloured red. The disposal will be preceded by a Development Agreement on the terms and conditions detailed in the report. 

2. To open/continue negotiations in respect of the acquisition/extinguishment of rights in the land shown coloured blue on the plan and the acquisition of 16(a) Crescent, Salford (Pizza Takeaway) shown coloured red.

3. That the Strategic Director for Customer and Support Services be instructed to complete the legal formalities.

The Reasons are to achieve a comprehensive redevelopment scheme which in turn will help to promote the overall regeneration of the Chapel Street area.

Options considered and rejected were: None.

Assessment of Risk. Low. This assessment predicates that the freehold disposal will be preceded by a Development Agreement between the City Council and Compete 20/12 Limited (the developer) which will enable the City Council to retain control over the land shown hatched black, coloured red and coloured blue on the plan until the whole site is developed to foundation level. If the developer fails to deliver within the agreed timescales or is otherwise in breach of the terms and conditions of the Agreement, the Agreement will be rescinded and the City Council will continue to own the land hatched black on the plan and, subject to successful negotiation, those areas shown coloured red and blue respectively, free of any claim by the developer. No title will pass.
