· Approve Urban Vision, subject to funding being made available, to establish a process for Village Green applications and undertake the work at the agreed fee. 

The Reasons are: Urban Vision has existing experience and expertise in processing and determining planning applications, which are akin to the Village Green application process. This option is considered to be most efficient and cost effective to modify existing development control processes for the purposes of dealing with Village Green applications rather than the city council establishing a new system. 
Assessment of Risk: Low – the purpose of this report is to establish a robust process for registering and determining Village Green applications.
