Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I Councillor Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph H 8 (a) (7) (Engineering Service) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the spend of £139,000 of Section 106 contributions from development schemes in Walkden town centre to undertake public realm improvements (including work to mitigate the effects of climate change) in Walkden town centre and its vicinity, in line with the Walkden Town Centre Environmental Improvement Plan, as set out in this report.

The Reasons are: 

To enable officers to progress implementing streetscene improvement works which satisfy the requirements of the planning obligations entered into, which have been consulted on and prioritised in collaboration with members of Walkden Community Committee and the Neighbourhood Partnership Board. The streetscene improvements will complement the redevelopment of Walkden town centre.

Assessment of Risk: 

Medium – streetscene improvements will require the commitment of officer time and a budget of up to £164,934 to implement. The funding has been identified through Section 106 contributions.

A significant amount of awareness raising regarding streetscene improvements has been undertaken through consultation with the Neighbourhood Partnership Board and the Walkden Community Committee. Should the works not proceed or be delayed this could result in adverse publicity for the council.

The source of funding is £164,934 raised through Section 106 Agreements contributions from development schemes in Walkden town centre.
