I Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member of Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8(a) (iv) of Section H, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve:-

1. The revised title of the proposed order being ‘The Salford City Council (Land at Fitzwarren Street/Pendleton Way, Salford) Compulsory Purchase Order 2007’.

2. The revised boundaries of the proposed compulsory purchase order.

3. That the City Solicitor be authorised to make a compulsory purchase order under Section 226(1)(a) of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 within the boundaries of the land as shown on the attached plan.

The reason for this decision is that it was not possible to seal the Order in the 2004 calendar year due to further negotiation on the funding agreement and other property related issues.

Options considered and rejected were: No other options are available to secure legal title and possession of all the subject land.
