I, COUNCILLOR DEREK ANTROBUS, Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8(a) (General) (iv) of Section H of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council, have authorised:-

1) the City Solicitor to make two compulsory purchase orders under Section 530 of the Education Act 1996 and Section 239 of the Highways Act 1980 on those land and property interests in land off Glendinning Street, Salford together with the taking of all necessary steps to secure confirmation of the orders. The title of the orders being:-

“The Salford City Council (Glendinning Street, Salford) Compulsory Purchase Order 2007”

&

“The Salford City Council (Glendinning Street, Salford – New Access Road) Compulsory Purchase Order 2007”

2) the Managing Director of Urban Vision Ltd to progress, in parallel with the making of the Compulsory Purchase Order, the closure or diversion of any highways and/or passageways within the site as necessary.

The reason for the orders is to enable the City Council to acquire all interests in the subject properties and secure the carrying out of the redevelopment of the site to provide a new Local Education Authority school to replace Langworthy Road, Tootal Drive & Seedley Primary Schools.
No other options were considered.
