I Councillor David Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph K (3), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby:- 

 1.
Approve the exercise of the break clause contained in the lease for Minerva House which includes the requirement to pay a premium to the landlord which will bring the lease to an end in September 2011.

2.
Authorise the City Solicitor to prepare and serve the break notice in accordance with the terms of the lease.

3.
Authorise the Strategic Director for Sustainable Regeneration to prepare detailed plans for the decanting of Minerva House and accommodation of the displaced staff in the retained property portfolio.

The Reasons are that by giving approval to terminate the lease on Minerva House and begin a programme to accommodate the displaced staff by intensifying the use of the remaining office portfolio.  Savings will result from the vacation that supports both the Council’s Think Efficiency programme. Appropriate alternative accommodation will be provided for Children’s Services Directorate in other parts of the Council’s office portfolio.
Options considered and rejected were retain the lease on premises until 2021.
