Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I ,Councillor Derek Antrobus ,Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph H (a) (i) (Engineering Service) , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby: 

1. Approve in principle the reduction of the maximum speed limit along that stretch of the A580 East Lancashire Road between the city’s boundary with Wigan MBC and the M60 from 60 mph to 50 mph; 

2. Authorise the City Solicitor to advertise the intention to introduce a Traffic Regulation Order to this effect; and 
3. Authorise , subject to the satisfactory completion of the legal process,  the Director of Sustainable Regeneration to place an order directly with Urban Vision for £8,000  to cover the cost of the works needed on the highway 
The reasons are that an investigation of the collisions along this length of the A580 has revealed a number resulting in fatal or serious injury, with vulnerable road users such as child pedestrians amongst them, where speed has been a contributory factor.

Furthermore there has been a review of the suitability of the current 60mph speed limit, following DfT guidance contained in ‘Setting Local Speed Limits’ Circular 01/06. The conclusion is that 60mph is no longer appropriate for this length of the A580.
