I ,Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (a) ( i )  of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the principle of a proportion of the s106 financial contributions deriving from development within the Irwell City Park Planning Guidance being directed to fund infrastructure and public realm works associated with the delivery of the Irwell City Park project, and that,  for the purposes of detailed business planning,  a standard proportion of 50% of the s106 financial contribution from each development scheme will be assumed to be directed to fund Irwell City Park infrastructure projects. 
Securing in principle support is necessary to provide the basis for detailed business planning which will inform the submission of bids to external funding bodies for financial support in delivering Irwell City Park. 
Assessment of Risk: Medium. The success of the bid to external sources for funding will be contingent on the demonstration that public investment in Irwell City Park will lever in significant private sector funding. Whilst there exist significant uncertainties with regard to the potential amount of s106 financial contributions that will be raised from development within the Irwell City Park Planning Guidance area, assumptions need to be made to inform the detailed business planning.

The source of funding is s106 planning obligation revenue from development within the Irwell City Park Planning Guidance area.
