Salford City Council - Record of Decision

I, Councillor Derek Antrobus , Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs 8 (a) (i) of the General Section  of  Part H  and (a) (i) of Part J of Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby :
1. Authorise  Urban Vision to carriy out a survey of all the main arterial roads within Salford and provide a schedule of all hoardings to determine exactly what advertising is in place.
2. Authorise Urban Vision to improve the use of the existing hoarding sites across the City and to appoint a consultant at its own expense to carry out the survey and to assist in achieving the best rental income for Salford.

3. Agree that Urban Vision work closely with the URC and Salford City Council to explore the potential for developing a high quality and design lead approach to advertising across the City including an integrated approach to branding, gateways and landmark advertising.

4.
Agree that a 50/50 profit share arrangement be agreed between Salford City Council and Urban Vision for any additional income generated above the existing budget plans to recognise the work that Urban Vision will be undertaking on Salford’s behalf.
The Reasons are:

The advertising strategy will determine the legality of all large format advertising across the city and enable Salford to take an informed decision on enforcement action.
Generate income through the better use of council land for existing hoardings.

Work with the Urban Regeneration Company to improve the quality of advertising across the city and develop a landmark site within Salford.

Urban Vision Partnership Ltd will undertake this work on a risk and reward basis, there is no financial implications for Salford City Council, however there is the potential to increase the amount of income generated through advertising.
