I ,Councillor Derek Antrobus Lead Member for Planning in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 8(a) ( Land & Property Service ) (ii) of Section H of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby :-
1. Approve the making of a further advance payment of compensation to the Manchester Ship Canal Company plus statutory interest.

2. Authorise the Strategic Director of Customer and Support Services to complete the legal formalities associated with the making of the advance payment of compensation including the payment of statutory interest.

The reasons are that :-

Title to the Ship Canal Company`s interests in the above plots transferred to the City Council by virtue of three General Vesting Declarations with effect from 5th January 2004, 25th June 2004 and 17th November 2004.

The Ship Canal Company is entitled to an advance / further advance payment of compensation in accordance with Section 52 of the Land Compensation Act 1973.

Assessment of Risk :- 

Low – Title to the various plots of land vested in the City Council with effect from 5th January 2004, 25th June 2004 and 17th November 2004 respectively. In accordance with Section 52 of the Land Compensation Act 1973 the Ship Canal Company has a statutory right to request a further advance payment of compensation.

The source of funding is :-
From within current approved Transport Supplementary Grant resources for the scheme.

Comments : The land is already within the ownership of the City Council by virtue of three General Vesting Declarations which had the effect of transferring title in the various plots of land to the City Council on 5th January 2004, 25th June 2004 and 17th November 2004 respectively. In accordance with Section 52 of the Land Compensation Act 1973 the Ship Canal Company has a statutory right to request a further advance payment of compensation.
