I Councillor Derek Antrobus, Lead Member for Planning, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraphs H8(a)(viii) and H8(a)(i) , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby: 

1. Authorise the Deputy Director for Housing and Planning to approve the Development Proposal Notice (‘DPN’), submitted by LPC in respect of land at the former Radclyffe School (the ‘Development Site’) in accordance with the Framework Agreement dated 12th May 2006 made between the Council and LPC Living Ltd.

2. Give authority to enter into an Agreement for Lease for the disposal of the land forming the development site for a term of 999 years at a peppercorn rent subject to the payment of a minimum premium of £2,300,000, conditional on receiving planning approval in accordance with the DPN, title, road closure and affordable housing.

The Reasons are .

· Development of this site is a significant step in implementing the Ordsall Development Framework.  It is likely to provide the largest single addition to the housing stock within the agreement, provides new local shopping facilities for residents in both the estate and Salford Quays and will act as a landmark of regeneration on the Trafford Road frontage.

· It is considered that the scheme described in the DPN is sufficiently advanced to allow council approval, as landowner.
