
Salford City Council - Record of Decision

 

I, Councillor Lancaster Lead Member for Property in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph J (K)1, of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council on the basis that the Council is receiving the costs it incurred in assembling the site do hereby approve:-

1. The grant of a 250 years building lease of land at Alder Street and Highfield Road Langworthy from the Council to Great Places Housing Group (Great Places). 

2.   A suitable separate solution to one plot that could be included in the proposed development. 
3.  The Council’s Legal Services to complete the necessary legal formalities, subject to NWDA confirmation that they accept that no claw-back is payable to them in respect of this transaction or the separate plot and subject to completion of a previously authorised agreed land swap with Urban Splash. 
Assessment of Risk (Property): Completion of this disposal will secure significant investment to provide 30 affordable family homes in Langworthy which will assist in the delivery of the Pendleton PFI Housing scheme. The risk is considered to be low.

I, Councillor Peter Connor Lancaster Lead Member for Housing in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph F(6)(a)(1), of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the proposed new housing and refurbishment of existing houses that is proposed by Great Places Housing Group at Alder Street and Highfield Road, Langworthy, Salford. The new homes created will address a need for the provision of 3 and 4 bedroom mixed tenure affordable family housing in this area of primarily smaller terraced homes.

Assessment of Risk (Housing): Should approval not be granted this would result in the loss of Affordable Housing Programme Grant which is unlikely to be available in future years. The transaction will not complete in the absence of adequate funding. The risk is considered to be medium.
