I, Councillor Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph (k) (1) of Section J , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve declaring North Grecian Street Primary School surplus to requirements and instructing Urban Vision to market the site for sale prior to the closure of the school, seeking expressions of interest in the existing building and/or parts of the site capable of redevelopment for acceptable planning uses.

That the results of the marketing exercise are to be used to assess the potential for retention of the existing building and a further report and recommendation be submitted seeking approval to the proposed way forward.

That the Council seeks to bring the s.77 protected land of this site out of protection by identifying a replacement site elsewhere.


The reasons are that the asset has been identified as being surplus to the council’s requirements.

Options considered and rejected were: 
retention of the building by the council for an alternative use, 

demolition of the school for redevelopment 
Retain the school and seek alternative commercially viable uses.
