I, Councillor Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph (k) (1) of Section J , of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the declaration of the former Albert Park Lodge as being surplus to requirements and instructing Urban Vision to dispose of the property for residential purposes. 

In the event that an acceptable offer is not forthcoming, the land is to be transferred to the Environment Directorate to incorporate it into the park for recreational purposes. 

The reasons are that the asset has been identified as being surplus to the council’s requirements.
