I, Councillor Lancaster, Lead Member for Property, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph L (5) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve the council declaring 2, Liverpool Street, Salford surplus to its requirements, with the building being retained and offered to let short term (up to 3 years) with a view to holding it for site assembly and future sale for development(Option C), together with £15k being budgeted for immediate repairs to be undertaken by the Council. 
If a letting cannot be progressed in the first 6 months of marketing, the position is to be reviewed and alternative options considered. 

That Casket Works is managed with a view to making it available for inclusion in a future site assembly including this site, part of Cow Lane and an adjacent advertising site.
That discussions for the inclusion of the advertising site in a future development site are undertaken with the advertising site owners.

The reasons are that the asset has been identified as being surplus to the council’s requirements.
Options considered and rejected were: 
retention of the building by the council for an alternative use, 

immediate disposal of the property for redevelopment

demolition of the building for redevelopment
