I, Councillor Lancaster, Deputy Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.3 (2) of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve ;-
(a) 120, Great Clowes Street, Salford, which is located in a high risk flood area, is retained by the council until the redevelopment strategy for this area has been developed, taking into account that flood risk.
(b) That in the interim the council and/or other approved users continue to occupy the property and that the property is transferred to the managed estate. 
(c) A Children’s Services proposal, to provide temporary accommodation for an Early Intervention Prevention Team, which is to be delivered by two newly commissioned service providers, be approved in principle, subject to suitable terms and conditions being agreed on a lease basis for a period of no more than 2 years with all maintenance and other associated costs being included in the terms and conditions.
