I, Councillor Lancaster, Deputy Leader of the Council, in exercise of the powers conferred on me by Paragraph 2.3 (2) of Section 2 of the Scheme of Delegation of the Council do hereby approve that: 
· the council declares Brierley House, Longshaw Drive, Little Hulton, Worsley surplus to its requirements and instructs Urban Vision to market it for sale.

· the Community Health and Social Care Directorate decide what the future use of Brierley Day Care Centre will be and confirm whether it is surplus to their requirements. 

· the building(s), if surplus, is/are retained and not demolished.

· Camelot Property Guardians be appointed to provide security to the building(s) when vacated in order to avoid the boarding up of the property(s) and reduce potential security costs.

· the building(s), if surplus, are marketed separately. In this way flexibility is maintained and the widest market is covered, but if an interest for both properties comes forward then that can also be considered.

· the disposal of the building(s) is / are by way of informal tender with a marketing period of 3 months. This will ensure the Council retain control over the end use of the property(properties). It will also allow consideration of the viability of the proposed community interest.  
Options considered and rejected were: 
· Retain the building(s) and seek commercial rents until the market improves.
· Retain the building and seek alternative public or community uses with a view to future re-use or sale when market improves.
· The joint sale of both properties / sites

· The demolition of the building(s) and sale for redevelopment
