· Confirm the allocation of £1,2000,000 from the City Council’s Capital Programme 2011/12 for the Fit City Irlam Capital Improvement Scheme
The Reasons are Fit City Irlam currently has a swimming pool, teaching pool, changing village for the swimming pools and small fitness suite. The capital improvement scheme for Fit City Irlam will provide substantially enhanced facilities in the local area, with additional facilities for a range of sport and exercise activities, plus changing facilities which will enhance the capacity and facilities for outside sports on the external football and other pitches in Princes Park.
