(details) The award of contract for the supply and delivery of Educational Materials to schools within the following Local Authorities:- Blackpool BC, Bolton MBC, Halton MBC, Manchester CC, Oldham MBC, Rochdale MBC, Stockport MBC, Tameside MBC, Trafford MBC and Salford City Council.

Calculations of likely expenditure cannot be accurately predicted as there is no guarantee that every school will support this arrangement.  The usage figures provided by the current supplier for the period from September 2003 to August 2004, totalled £89,293.59 and related to seven Authorities.  Based on tendered prices the new contract would provide an estimated saving of 12.9%.

The minimum value of the initial contract period of 2 years equates to £157,779.44 and £236,663.16 over 3 years..

The Reasons are to avoid needless duplication of resources in introducing individual arrangements for this commodity group and maximise the collective purchasing power of ten Local Authorities..

Options considered and rejected were the continuation or abandonment of the contract for Educational Materials.  Following lengthy discussions within the Local Authority Purchasing Partnership,  it was agreed that the contract should be renewed for an extended period of 2 years with the option to extend for a further 12 months based on the performance of the successful tenderer..

Assessment of Risk - Documentary contract award recommendations have been provided by participating authorities in order to justify the content of this notice and to ensure compliance with audit trail requirements..

The source of funding is Revenue Budgets.
