The Reasons are that Capita is the sole specialist supplier and the updated software module will continue to be part of the existing provision.

Options considered and rejected were n / a .

Assessment of Risk High. If the system is not updated, then the operation of the service will increasingly become inefficient and will increase the chance of reputational risk. The risk of further issues is high if we are not able to transfer to the updated module in time for the start of the admissions process in August 2011 as the existing module of the system will be no longer supported by Capita.  .

The source of funding is Children’s services vacant properties and admission staffing budgets.
