The reasons are:-

The decision to award the contract to Leonard Cheshire is the outcome of a tendering exercise which attracted six tenders in total.

Tenders were evaluated on the basis of technical ability, cost and quality.  All tenders were above the quality threshold but one tender was initially rejected on the basis of significantly greater cost.

Four tenderers were shortlisted from the evaluation process and invited to a presentation/clarification interview designed to further evaluate the organisation’s ability to deliver this Service.  Two of the four candidates were identified as the better candidates and subsequently invited back for a second clarification session to further analyse their submissions.

The Leonard Cheshire Foundation were considered by the evaluation panel to be the preferred tenderer on the basis of quality and cost thereby offering the most economically advantageous option for the Directorate.
