TITLE:
Salford City Council’s Local List of Heritage Assets
RECOMMENDATION: That the Assistant Mayor for Strategic Planning approves Salford’s revised Local List of Heritage Assets for adoption (annex 1 of this report).
EXECUTIVE SUMMARY:

In May 2012 the city council published its Draft Local List of Heritage Assets together with the selection criteria for public consultation for a period of 12 weeks. This draft list contained 257 entries (comprising 588 individual buildings). Since the draft list was published, one building has been lost, and another building has not been taken forward for inclusion on the revised list for reasons explained later in the report. 
Through the public consultation 89 additional sites were proposed, 24 of these sites are considered to meet one or more of the selection criteria and are recommended for inclusion on the revised Local List of Heritage Assets. The revised list contains 279 individual heritage assets, comprising approximately 618 individual buildings/structures.

DETAILS:
Background
1.1
On 6 March 2012 the then Lead Member for Planning approved the Draft Local List of Heritage Assets, along with the selection criteria for public consultation (see annex 3). Since then the government has published new national policy on the historic environment, and in addition, English Heritage has published a ‘good practice guide for local listing’ to support the preparation and management of local heritage lists.

1.2
Salford’s revised Local List of Heritage Assets (annex 1 of this report) is up-to-date to the council’s best knowledge at the time of writing. However, given the latest demolitions data available at the time is from 2011, there is a possibility that the list may include some sites that have very recently been lost and as such are not yet known to the council. Salford’s Local List of Heritage Assets will be monitored and up-dated annually using the latest demolitions data to ensure that it reflects an up-to-date position of the built environment.

1.3
Salford’s Draft Local List of Heritage Assets was compiled by Salford’s conservation officer (at the time), who led the public consultation and compiled the revised Local List of Heritage Assets. The current position following the departure of the conservation officer is that Salford does not have a dedicated conservation officer or anyone specifically trained in heritage issues, and so future maintenance of the local list will necessarily be “light touch”.
Planning policy background
1.4
The National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) which was published on 27 March 2012 supersedes Planning Policy Statement 5 (PPS5) as government policy on the management of change to the historic environment in England. The NPPF does not significantly change the policy steer on heritage concerning non-designated heritage assets (a term that includes locally listed heritage assets), and expressly supports such assets in the planning system, as did PPS5. Paragraph 135 of the NPPF states that ‘The effect of an application on the significance of a non-designated heritage asset should be taken into account in determining the application. In weighing applications that affect directly or indirectly non designated heritage assets, a balanced judgement will be required having regard to the scale of any harm or loss and the significance of the heritage asset’.
1.5
Whilst the NPPF does not explicitly require the formation of local lists of heritage assets, it clearly supports the identification of non-designated assets where possible. The practice guide to PPS5 remains valid despite the withdrawal of PPS5 itself, and continues to be almost entirely relevant and useful in the application of the NPPF
. This states that “though lacking the statutory protection of other designations, formal identification by the local authority through these processes is material in planning decisions.”
 It is clear, therefore, that government attaches weight to non-designated heritage assets in the planning process, and that it is important for local authorities to have an up-to-date record of any such assets it seeks to consider as local heritage assets, along with the reasons for inclusion on a local list, so as to provide clarity to practitioners in the built environment and members of the public alike.
1.6
Many buildings whilst not on English Heritage’s statutory list clearly contribute to the character and historical legacy of the areas in which they are located, and the adoption of a local list will help to protect these by strengthening their role as a material consideration in the planning process. Furthermore, the lack of an up-to-date local list creates uncertainty for applicants, decision-makers and the public regarding how saved UDP Policy CH8 will be applied and which non-designated heritage assets will be protected. 
Control over the demolition of heritage assets included on Salford’s Local List of Heritage Assets
1.7
By having an adopted Local List of Heritage Assets, the city council is able to negotiate a better position when trying to protect non-designated heritage assets when determining planning applications. This helps to respond to concerns that are often raised by local communities in response to those applications. 
1.8
Although the adoption of a local list gives the city council some control over these assets, it is important to recognise that it does not provide additional legal power regulating the demolition of these assets. Within conservation areas there are specific controls. Under section 74(1) of the Town and Country Planning (Listed Buildings and Conservation Areas) Act 1990 the demolition of a building in a conservation area requires conservation area consent. This applies to the demolition of any whole building over 115 cubic metres, or of walls of more than 1 metre high abutting a highway or over 2 metres high elsewhere. Out of the 279 heritage assets included on Salford’s revised Local List of Heritage Assets, 47 of these fall within a conservation area, and as such will have an additional degree of protection.
1.9
Outside of conservation areas, where a locally listed heritage asset is not associated with a planning application for the redevelopment of the land, it is only necessary to apply for a determination as to whether prior approval is required. However, the fact that an asset is included on the council’s Local List of Heritage Assets would not be a reason why demolition could not take place.
1.10
Notwithstanding these limitations, it is still important to highlight what Salford’s local heritage assets are that should be retained and protected.
English Heritage guidance
1.11
In May 2012 English Heritage published its ‘good practice guide for local heritage listing’
. This puts a clear emphasis on the need to undertake comprehensive, sound and accountable consultation, so that any resulting list reflects the aspirations of the community.
1.12
The publication of English Heritage’s guidance coincided with the start of Salford’s consultation period on the Draft Local List of Heritage Assets and selection criteria. Nevertheless, it was considered that the consultation was rigorous and robust enough to accord with this new guidance. 
Public consultation
1.13
The consultation on the Draft Local List of Heritage Assets and selection criteria ran for a period of 12 weeks between May and September 2012 and comprised:
· A web page on the council’s web site (including being the lead issue for a day);

· Posters in schools, libraries, Gateway centres, supermarkets, the university and other public buildings;

· Letters to neighbouring authorities, heritage groups, civic societies and architectural organisations; and

· A radio interview with Salford’s conservation officer at the time on Salford City Radio.

1.14
As a result of the consultation a total of 89 further sites were proposed. Annex 2 of this report provides a list of suggested sites and our proposed response to these. Following evaluation of these additional sites against the criteria adopted by the Lead Member for Planning, 24 sites met one or more of the criteria and have been put forward for inclusion on the revised Local List of Heritage Assets. The additional assets proposed to be added to the list are set out in the table below. The background document titled ‘additional sites proposed for inclusion on Salford’s revised Local List of Heritage Assets following public consultation – pro-formas’ which is available for public inspection, provides further information on each of these sites, including an image, description and statement of significance.

As part of the public consultation, comments were invited on the selection criteria used to determine which sites should be included. No comments were received in relation to the criteria and as such they will remain the same as those adopted by the then Lead Member for Planning on 6 March 2012. The selection criteria can be found at annex 3 of this report.
1.16
In accordance with English Heritage’s guidance, the consultation encouraged the community and interest groups to think holistically about the historic environment and not just consider buildings, but townscapes, landscapes, infrastructure, public art and objects within the built environment. The sites proposed to be added to the list include landscapes and standing structures, such as, the recent archaeological works and wider landscape of Worsley New Hall, and Nasmyth’s Steam Hammer.
1.17
The geographical spread of the sites proposed and selected were across the entire city, from the Regional Centre, Central Salford and Salford West, and furthermore, responses were received from individuals as well as local and national interest groups. This demonstrates that the consultation undertaken was successful in reaching out to people throughout the city, and that the revised list is representative of communities across Salford.
1.18
The adopted Local List of Heritage Assets will be made publically available on the council’s web site. The list will not be static and the opportunity for the public to suggest further sites will remain. Any further suggestions will be considered against the adopted criteria and put forward for consideration by the council’s Heritage Champions at an appropriate time.
KEY COUNCIL POLICIES:

EQUALITY IMPACT ASSESSMENT AND IMPLICATIONS: 
The Local List of Heritage Assets seeks to preserve and celebrate the wide range of heritage Salford has and the diverse cultures and people that live here today.

ASSESSMENT OF RISK: 
Low – there is no statutory requirement for local authorities to produce a local list of heritage assets, but the adoption of a local list is encouraged by English Heritage, and will help to demonstrate that the city council is positively managing its built heritage stock. 
SOURCE OF FUNDING:  
There are very limited costs associated with preparing and managing the Local List of Heritage Assets. Public consultation has already taken place, and the cost associated with allowing people to suggest additional sites in the future will be minimal.

Whilst there is no statutory requirement to compile and update a list of local heritage assets, national policy (paragraph 135 of the NPPF) and local policy (saved policy CH8 in Salford’s Unitary Development Plan) require the council to take into account the impact of proposed development on non-designated heritage assets when determining applications. It is important that an up-to-date list of such heritage assets is maintained to ensure that the council is taking account of material planning considerations when deciding applications, minimising the risk of legal challenge for failing to do so.

	Not included: Merged with Lightoaks Park and now no longer exists in its own right. See Lightoaks Park (below).



	Clowes Park (including lake and boating house) 


	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 4, 6 & 8.

Significance:  Broughton Old Hall and park were bounded by Bury Old Road to the north and east and Manchester Road to the west. Broughton New Hall was also on the same site and associated with the Old Hall within a wooded area roughly central to the park. There was a large lake and boat house and a probable kitchen garden. The site survives in part. Remaining features include a lake and some open land, which survives as Clowes Park in the centre of the houses which now occupy the area. Clowes Park is an excellent example of 18th century suburban park development in association with speculative middle class housing development. The landscaping is clearly English and influenced by the work of Joseph Paxton.
The Old Hall was originally the home of the Clowes family. The Reverend John Clowes was responsible for the development of the park between 1811 and 1846 for villa residences for wealthy gentlemen. The nature of this development was a deliberate decision of John Clowes, who would only permit the development of large houses with gardens to the front and rear. The policy was abandoned on his death and the rest of the estate was given over to high density housing without gardens.



	Hart Hill
	Not included: Victims of the plague were buried in Hart Hill meadow in 1590. Later it became the Hart Hill Estates. In June 1876, it was merged, along with Seedley Park, the Buile Hill Estate and the former Springfield Estate, to form Buile Hill Park. Buile Hill Park is a Grade II listed registered park and garden and therefore there is no need for additional protection for Hart Hill.



	High Field House
	Not included: No longer stands



	Higher Bentcliffe
	Not included: Higher Bentcliffe had a house with grounds to the south of Broom House Lane (later Eccles Old Road). The site was linked by a lane and footpaths to Gilda Brook Road to the west. There were open fields to the east. There was a certain amount of ribbon development along the road to the north and there was a corn mill and a series of lakes to the south of the site. The path system from the house to the mill suggests that this may have been used as part of the pleasure circuit of the house. By the late-19th-century, the whole area was subject to development pressure. The site is now lost, as it has been entirely built over.


	Hope Hall
	Not included: Demolished in 1956 to make way for Hope High School.



	Irwell Bank
	Not included: Irwell Bank had a house with grounds and small parkland area to the south of Regent Street (later Eccles New Road). The canal lay to the south, open fields to the west and Trafford View, a smaller residence, to the east. There was a curved drive from the road to the house with apparent footpath link to Trafford View. The site was affected by rapid encroachment by the late-19th-century on both sides of Eccles New Road. The park area was changed to a generally rounder area with what may have been two entrance lodges close to the road. The site is now lost, and the whole area has been developed for housing.


	Kenyon Peel Hall (Peel Old Hall)
	Not included: This was a large timber, stone and brick house, built in the late 16th century and enlarged c1634. During the industrial revolution collieries and factories surrounded the area; the mines caused settlement and the building had to be shored up. The house fell into disrepair but was restored in the 1880s. Sometime after 1951 the house was demolished and the site is now occupied by a modern housing estate.


	Lightoaks Park
	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 4, 6 & 8.

Significance: Lightoaks Park is an example of early 20th century park design and is of a more relaxed composition than the two registered parks and gardens in Salford. Lightoaks Park (1925) includes a drive, with lodge, leading from Claremont Road to a roughly circular site with the house (1855) on the western boundary. The site had been created from an area of apparent scrubland with a number of existing ponds or lakes one of which was retained as part of the designed layout surrounding the new house. The expanded site is now part of Lightoaks Park. The park has a house built in 1855 by Sir Benjamin Heywood, MP for South Lancashire, for his son Arthur.



	Little Woolden Hall
	Already on the draft local list



	Manchester Zoological Gardens
	Not included: The Manchester Zoological Gardens opened in 1838, on a 15-acre (6 ha) site between Broom Lane and Northumberland Street in Broughton. Attractions included a grand menagerie, a lake, a maze, an archery ground, and a series of landscaped walks. The gardens were opened in 1838, by a company of local business men, on land rented from the Rev. John Clowes of Broughton Hall, who had himself become interested in botany and horticulture in later life. For some years the gardens competed with John Jennison's, Belle Vue Zoological Gardens, which had opened three years earlier, but the venture was commercially unsuccessful and closed in 1842. Housing now covers the site and there is no evidence of the site remaining.



	Oakwood Park
	Not included: Oakwood Park has a group of three separate houses, the Priory, Haven and Ingleside, to the north of Swinton Park Road. The houses appear to share a formal garden setting with a series of connecting pathways and drives and one house, the largest, has a lawn with amoeboid beds set in it. Ingleside was the home of Major E F Pilkington JP of the glassmaking family and was one of three houses presented by him to the Salford Corporation in 1936. The house and grounds were then incorporated into Oakwood Park. Ingleside and its stable blocks are already elected onto the local list and the park has little of historic value aside from these buildings.



	Ordsall Park
	Not included: Opened in 1876, Ordsall Park is the second oldest park in Salford, however has no remaining historic significance.



	Peel Hall
	Not included: Was a nationally listed building, but was demolished in the 1990s. The ice house remains as a separate listing entry.



	Pendlebury House
	Already on the draft local list (Listed as Christ Church Rectory, 102 Pendlebury Road).



	Princes Park (Irlam Hall)
	Not included: A relatively contemporary park which has no historical structures remaining.



	Seedley Park
	Not included: In June 1876, it was merged, along with Hart Hill Estates, the Buile Hill Estate and the former Springfield Estate, to form Buile Hill Park. Buile Hill Park is a Grade II listed registered park and garden and therefore there is no need for additional designation for the former Seedley Park.



	Springfield
	Not included: Springfield had a house with a garden and small park. The site was bounded by a lane to the north, Bolton Road to the east and open fields on all other sides. The site is part of a group of similar sites in this area including High Field House and Pendlebury House. Like its neighbours, the house and its garden were cut through by the development of the Pendleton and Hindley Line in the latter half of the 19th century and the whole area went into decline. The site is now lost. It is open ground with a disused sewage works and similar buildings.


	St. Marks Vicarage (Crossfield)
	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 1, 4 & 6.

Significance: Vicarage built 1850. Completed (remodeled) just 4 years after the consecration of the Church of St. Marks (Grade I listed church by George Gilbert Scott), it is constructed in the Gothic Revival style.The vicarage is now known as Bishops Lodge and is the home to the Bishop of Bolton.


	St. Mary’s Park
	Not included: St Mary's Park lies to the north of Walkden Town Centre and was first opened in 1894. The site has no historical structures remaining.


	Swinton Park
	Not included: There is no record of this park or reference to it on maps available to the assessor.


	Victoria Park
	Not included: The park was first opened in 1897. The main feature of the park is the Grade II listed bandstand which dates back to 1897 to commemorate the 60th year of the reign of Queen Victoria. There is a lodge building towards Manchester Road, but this is badly altered and as the bandstand is the only main historical feature and is already listed, there is no real value to locally listing a park that largely comprises modern play facilities and basic landscaping.


	Weaste House
	Not included: There is no record of this property or reference to it on maps available to the assessor.


	Westwood
	Not included: The only reference is to that of a 20th century housing estate. It appears that the site is now lost, and the area has been built over for housing.


	Winton House
	Not included: Winton House had a house with garden and grounds set in open fields with the Manchester railway running to the south and the Bridgewater Canal to the east. There was very rapid development in the latter half of the 19th century, with the expansion of the railway network close to the site and also the spread of housing. The site is now lost, and the area has been built over for housing.


	Worsley Park
	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 1, 2, 4, 5(i), 5 (ii), 6 & 8.

Significance: Worsley Park is an extensive area with a vast history incorporating one surviving medieval hall. There is also the site of a separate and later hall and numerous features and monuments. The estate and park of Worsley New Hall, whilst not complete, provides a rare landscape of a purpose built country pile of a titled Industrialist in the north of England in the mid 19th century. Many country houses in Greater Manchester either date to before the Industrial Revolution or are modest in their scope. Worsley in contrast is connected to a fabulously successful mining legacy and industrial activity that was formed at the very start of the Industrial Revolution. 
The site is connected to the development of the worlds first industrial Canal (the Bridgewater Canal), the model village of Worsley (now a conservation area), one of Salford’s finest churches designed by George Gilbert Scott (St. Mark’s - Grade I listed) and a number of other listed buildings, memorials and infrastructure across the city.

The Old Hall (a grade II listed building) survives but the New Hall was demolished between 1945 and 1949 and is now the subject of an extensive community archaeological dig.

With rising populations in the industrial cities of the 19th century, the construction of large municipal cemeteries was undertaken by most cities. Weaste Cemetery is earlier and is now a registered park, however, Peel Green illustrates the changing attitude to religion as the century progressed with the inclusion of three different chapels, which became more common place by the close of the 19th century.


	Swinton Cemetery
	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 1, 4 & 8.

Significance: Swinton Cemetery was opened in 1886 and whilst not on the scale of many of the municipal cemeteries being developed around that time (probably due to its relatively confined urban location) the site does form an important component to the local 19th century character of this ordered grid of residential streets.  Moreover, the chapel is a good example of gothic revival ecclesiastical architecture, very much in the Pugin manner.



	Agecroft Cemetery & Crematorium
	Not included: The principal buildings are already listed and therefore protected by a higher designation, and the wider cemetery is late and of unremarkable design.


	St Mary’s RC Cemetery 


	Recommend for inclusion:

Criteria: 1, 4 & 8
Significance: The cemetery is located directly to the east of the scheduled ancient monument and Grade I listed building of Wardley Hall (a medieval moated site with Tudor manor forming the home of the Bishop of Salford). The cemetery dates from the turn of the century (19th to 20th) and features a small chapel which makes direct references to Wardley Hall. The chapel displays an unusually late use of vernacular gothic architecture and employs many of the traditions of this corner of the North West of England, albeit, substituting some traditional materials with new products.

Nevertheless, there are many 20th century buildings of impeccable design that must be considered due to their own cultural merits.

	Aesthetic value
	The appearance of building, monuments, places and landscapes, including groups of buildings that individually or together form a set piece or characterise a townscape. Particular attention will be given, to style, design, materials, composition and layout.

	Local interest
	(i) People and events: Buildings and landscapes associated with influential people and events.


(ii) Industrial heritage: Buildings and landscapes that represent most strongly Salford as a place different from other areas of the region or even within Greater Manchester.
